 P.E. Lessons Summer Term 

Dear Families, 

We would like to remind you that the children in the LAN Centre should come to school with their PE kit. This PE kit will 
stay at school for the entire term and will come home at the end of the term to be washed. The LAN children have P.E. 
on a Monday and Wednesday. As the children are in Early Years Key Stage, it is really important for their gross motor 
skills and confidence that they practice changing independently as part of their weekly routine. Thus, could parents 
make sure they provide the following kit: 

• Plain white round necked T-shirt 

• Black jumper 

• Black shorts, leggings or jogging bottoms 

• Trainers 

Please ensure your child has a weather appropriate PE kit when they come to school.  

We would like to remind families that a PE kit is a required part of school uniform outlined in the uniform policy and this 
should be followed. If you have any difficulties providing a PE kit, please do speak to your child’s class teacher, the 
office or our HSLW, Catherine Webb who will be able to support. 

Earrings Reminder 

It is a Surrey wide stipulation that school children must not wear earrings while taking part in PE lessons. Members of 
staff cannot remove earrings on behalf of children so a child must be able to remove their earrings independently or 
alternatively the earrings are removed before they come to school. Children with newly pierced ears are included in 
these guidelines and so are also required to remove their earrings; the duration of the lesson is not long enough to allow 
piercings to close over. Additionally, we are not able to allow children to take part in lessons with plasters covering 
earrings so it is imperative that children learn to remove/insert earrings themselves.
