Maths

We are great mathematicians in Owls
and this half term we will be working on
recognising numbers, subitising and
looking at the composition of these
numbers. We will consolidate our
number knowledge within 10, once our
knowledge to 5 is strong. We will also
be exploring length and capacity
through a range of play opportunities.
Water and sand play can be a great
way to introduce the mathematical
language around measurement.

Literacy

Did you know..we are amazing in Owls!
This half term we are learning all about
how fabulous we all are. Our two
special books are ‘Amazing’ and ‘My
Hair’. These books explore the
strengths we have, what our
differences are and what makes us
special. We will celebrate all the
children in Owls and what makes us all
amazing. In phonics we will be
continuing to work our way through our
Little Wandle programme. Some
children are working on phase 2 and
some children are accessing the
foundations for phonics.

Expressive Art and Design

We love telling stories and taking
on different characters in the role
play area. We will continue to
develop our skills to help us to
extend storylines in our imaginative
play. As well as role play, we will be
working on our collaborative art
skills developing our drawing and
mark making skills. We also have a
selection of musical instruments
that we will explore and use to
accompany our singing.

Communication and Language
As well as working on our speech
and language targets, we will also
be trying hard to learn a range of
new vocabulary. The vocabulary will
be linked to the stories we share in
class. We have started the half term
off learning about the word
‘amazing’. Can you use this word at
home? Maybe you can tell a family
member why they are amazing. We
are also focussing on questions,
both asking and answering them.
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Understanding the World

This half term in Owls we will be looking at the
changing seasons, talking about what we see
and using our senses to explore the nature
around us. We will be talking about what we
see, using new vocabulary and sentences.
Our books are all about why we are
superstars and so we will be developing
positive attitudes about the differences in
people and celebrating these differences. We
will also be looking at how our families are
amazing and the people around us.

We will also be exploring Shrove Tuesday,
Chinese New Year and Valentine's Day.
